1. A sense of proportion. As soon as you
realize that bridge is a game, not a career choice
(to quote Edith McMullin), you' re ahead of the
game. Listen, Binky: The fate of the free world
doesn’'t depend on your score today (thank
goodness). The reason you're here isto have fun,
enjoy the company of your partner, and go head-
to-head with the puzzle that each hand represents.

2. A tolerance for ambiguity. There is nothing
in bridge that three people agree on. Look in our
own Bridge Bulletin, where bidding problems are
presented to a panel of experts. You'll see amost

as many answers asthere are
panel members. There are hands
for which there is no easy hid.
There are many who will tell
you otherwise, but thereis no
absolute right or wrong. Don’'t
ever let anyone tell you that you
are wrong, and don't you ever
tell anyone that you are right. As
we said back in the Sixties, “ Go
with the flow, baby.”

3. Forgiveness for your own

shortcomings. Face it, kiddo.
Unless you are in the extreme
minority, you will probably
never compete at the top levels.
That takes a very specia kind of
mind. Most of us don't have it.

No, they say, “Get me
someone nice.”

It doesn't
compute. When they get in with the first club,
they knock out your last spade stop, and when
they get in with a second club, atorrent of
spades will rain down upon you.

How about diamonds? Given this meager
diamond combination, you need to find East
with exactly K-x-x (an 18% chance) to build up
two extra diamond tricks. An 18% chance is
better than a 0% chance. Enter dummy with a
heart, finesse the ¢« Q and play the ¢ A and a
diamond (or duck a diamond and then play the
ace.

Terminology 101

If you're confused by the terms used to
describe the different types of bridge events
played at clubs and tournaments, you’ re not
alone. Here's are some common bridge events
with explanations.

Knockout Teams: an event in which ateam
(of four, five or six players — with four playing
a atime) plays another team. The losers are
eliminated (knocked out) while the winners play
other winners until only one winning team
remains.

The length of a KO match may vary from a
single session to a full day (the Vanderbilt and
Spingold) to a multi-day event (the Bermuda
Bowl).

Bracketed Knockout Teams: a KO event
in which teams are divided into groups —
usually of 8, 16 or 32 teams — based on their
masterpoint holdings. The top group — Bracket |
—and all other groups compete in a separate
event with their own set of winners.

Compact Knockout Teams: a shorter version
of Bracketed KO teams.

Swiss Teams: an event in which a team (of
four, five or six players —with four playing at a
time) plays other teams in seven-, eight- or nine-
board matches. Team A sits North-South at
Table 1 and East-West at Table 2 while Team B
sits East-West at Table 1 and North-South at
Table 2. The results are compared and scored by
International Match Points (IMPs).

Pairings for the first round are random.
Pairings for succeeding rounds are determined
by ateam’s win-loss record or victory point
total.

San Francisco 1996: A look

A total of 12,984 tables of bridge were in play
at the last NABC held in San Francisco in the fall
of 1996.

Some highlights of the 1996 tournament:

It was announced that Jeff Meckstroth, one of
the world’s top players, had agreed to coach one of
the U.S. teams that was going to play in the World
Junior Team Championships to be held in
Hamilton ON in 1997. Carol and Tommy Sanders
were named the co-Honorary Members for 1997.
The Senior Knockout Teams drew a (then) record
48 teams.

Computer scoring for clubs was new. A
complete kit was for sale and included a 24 baud
modem, black and white monitor and a dot matrix
printer — all for $350.

There were many well-played deals from
1996.

Wold took advantage of the vulnerability to
enter the auction with his shapely hand.
Rosenkranz was relatively certain from the bidding
that Wold had clubs and hearts, and that he and
Wold probably had an 11-card club fit, but he
decided to lie low in hopes that the opponents
might not sniff out their slam.

No such luck, but Rosenkranz was given a
vital piece of information about Heron's hand —
the leap to 5& as an ace-asking device indicated a
void in clubs. Rosenkranz also knew that Heron
and Kent had a massive fit in spades and that am
was a heavy favorite to make, if not ice cold
(which it was).

Wold had only three losersin 7 doubled and
he wound up minus 500 — less than the value of
the opponents’ game — for 63 out of 77
matchpaints.

South’s 3a bid showed exactly four spades
and denied four hearts.

On alow club lead, declarer might well have
taken an early heart finesse. Instead, he won the
A and sensibly led a trump to the jack, and a
trump back to the queen, both ducked by West. A
heart finesse lost to the king, and West was
confident he was going to set 4a. Heled his
singleton diamond to the 10 and ace. Declarer
unblocked hearts and led a third spade. West won
the ace and led a club and was very disappointed
to see South produce the king. The result was 11
tricks for North-South.

You could blame East for encouraging in
clubs at trick one — he surely knows partner will
be able to work out that he has nothing on the side
when dummy comes down.

But the fault is really with West. Assuming he
trusts East’s count signal on the first heart, West
should duck the ¥ Q smoothly (declarer has A Q J
or partner has the doubleton «J 8, and either way
there is no second heart trick for the defense).
Declarer will surely play a spade up after the heart
finesse wins.

West can then take the a A and return a club.
Declarer will go to dummy with the last trump and
play another heart. West will win the king and
return a heart or a diamond. Declarer takes only
two heart tricks instead of three and loses a
diamond at the end for only 10 tricks.

Bad guesser

ZiaMahmood is great at guessing the
opponents’ cards, but he's not too hot when it
comes to estimating his own scores. During the
first final session of the Bobby Nail Life Master
Pairs, someone asked Zia how his game was
going. Zia's reply cannot be printed in afamily
publication, but it equates to “lousy.”

Declarer
won the ace, cashed the king, pitching a spade
from dummy, then ruffed the diamond in
dummy. He played the A A and a spade to the
king, then ruffed a spade, felling the queen. Said
Ziato East, “Are you having fun?”’

Next came the %9, and declarer erred by
playing low. Fallenius was almost certain to hold
the & A, and if he held three to the A-Q declarer
was always going to lose two trumps tricks.

Had declarer put in the £K, he could have
exited with alow club to Fallenius' ace and
conceded one other trick to the trump queen.
That would have been plus 130.

On the actual play, Zia won the «Q and got
out with his low heart. Fallenius won the queen
and played a diamond. Declarer ruffed with the
10 and could still have made the contract by
exiting with alow club, but he played the king.
Fallenius won the ace and played one more
diamond. Declarer had the «J 5, and Zia had the
6. One way or the other, Zia had a trump trick
coming. Plus 100 was a good for 72.5 out of 90
matchpoints, 50 more than they would have

received for minus 130.
On the next deal, Ziatook advantage of adip
by the defenders to earn a near top.

Things would have been better for East-West
had West led his partner’s suit, but West started
with the aJinstead. Ziawon in hand with the aK
and played alow heart to the king and ace. East
ducked the second round of hearts and won
perforce on the next round as his partner discarded
two low diamonds (upside-down signals). The
¢ 10 went to dummy’s ace, and Zia played the £Q
next. East ducked, which turned out to be afatal
error —and Ziatook full advantage.

After the £Q held, Zia played a diamond to
his king, then a spade to dummy’s queen. On the
run of the hearts, West could not stand the
pressure. This was the end position:

After some
thought, he discarded the ¢ Q, but Zia cashed the

Play in the Marsha May
Sternberg Women's Board-a
Match Teams gets underway
today, with two qualifying
sessions followed by two
final sessions tomorrow.

At stake: the Marsha
Sternberg Memorial Trophy,
honoring the player who died
in 2001 after a six-week

battle with cancer.

Her husband, Dr. Jim Sternberg of West Palm
Beach FL, donated the trophy.

The winners of the 2006 contest were Lynn
Baker, Karen McCallum, Beth Palmer, Lynn Deas,
Kerri Sanborn and Irina Levitina.

Marsha Sternberg was a former National
Enquirer associate editor and the first female
writer for the tabloid. Sternberg, once reported to
be the highest paid female journalist in America,
left the Enquirer in 1989 and married Dr.
Sternberg, a radiologist and bridge enthusiast. She
joined ACBL in 1990 and became a Life Master in
1997.

Sternberg was outstanding in many fields -
she was an excellent pianist and a sailing
instructor. She was also very successful in gold
and tennis.

Coffin Trophy

The previous trophy for this event was the
Coffin Trophy, one of the oldest and most historic
trophies in NABC competition. It was retired.

For years there was only one "National"
Women's Team championship - and that was a
board-a-match event.

Donated by Charles Emmet Coffin in 1933,
the trophy was contested at the "Winter Nationals'
in the days when there were only two NABCs -
Summer and Winter. In 1963 the event was moved
to the new Spring NABC where it wasin play
until the format was changed to knockout teamsin
1976.

For the next decade, there was no national
Women's Board-a-Match championship. Swiss
teams had become popular and a Women's Swiss
with NABC+ rating was established in the early
Eighties. But board-a-match play for women was
not dead - it was just in hiatus for afew years.

The Coffin Trophy was revived at the Fall
NABC in Atlantain 1986 and new life was
breathed into women's board-a-match play.

Many experts consider board-a-match the

most exacting form of the game. Equal weight is
accorded each deal and every trick isimportant
when scoring is board-by-board.

Therules are that if your opponents balance,
you must double them or bid game. If they sacrifice,
you must double them or bid dam.

Players will be competing for
the Victor Mitchell Trophy,
which honors one of bridge's
most colorful characters — a
champion player, philosopher
and mentor to the stars.
Mitchell, a Grand Life Master
with more than 10,000
masterpoints, won five North
American  championships
including the Spingold in 1956 and 1959, the Life
Master Men'sPairsin 1962 and the Men's Teamsin
1962 and 1963. He was named ACBL Honorary
Member in 1988 and inducted into the Bridge Hall
of Fame in 1996.

The game
The Open Board-a-Match Teams is a four-session
event that consists of two qualifying and two final
sessions. It was a men’s event until 1990 when it
became an open event.
Perhaps the event’s high point occurred in 1977
when there were only three winners: Richard
Doughty, Ron Smith and Lou Bluhm (plus these
players eligible for session awards only: Bruce
Ferguson, Sidney Lazard, Ledie West and Irv
Kostal).
Lazard was supposed to play with Doughty but
after agood first set, Lazard became ill and Kostal
took his place for the evening session.
Lazard was better the next day and in his seat for
thefirst final session. Suddenly he toppled over and
a call went out for paramedics. They arrived
quickly and rushed Lazard to a hospital.
Meanwhile, Doughty had to find another partner
and Ferguson was pressed into service. Ferguson,
whose team had not qualified the previous day, was
technically ineligible but was allowed to play only
in the afternoon.
In the evening, Doughty recruited West — his
fourth partner in four sessions— and the team went
on to victory by a margin of two full boards.

Honoring Lura Crossley

Lura Crossley has had a profound impact on
duplicate bridge in the San Francisco Bay Area
dating back to the 1950s. Lura and her husband
Cap Crossley Jr., founded the Marin Unit in 1954.
By 1959, there were 250 members. She became a
Life Master in 1959, the same year Cap was
president of the Western Conference.

Lura started running bridge games and
teaching in her home in Greenbrae in the 1950s.
She held duplicate games in many locations
throughout Marin until securing a permanent
“home” in Larkspur for the Crossley Bridge
Center in 1970. Lura's mantrawas “good bridge
and good fellowship.” She was known for having
afriendly game with wonderful homemade
refreshments, and made many bridge players feel
at home at her club.

In the sixties and seventies, Lura taught

thousands of students in department stores and at
clubs around the S.F. Bay Area. She also lectured
and directed bridge cruises as the West Coast
representative of Travel with Goren, traveling the
world many times over. Lura has continued to
teach at the annual Crossley Bridge Camp and
lecture on cruises into her 80s.

Her three sons, Bill, Dave and Bob, were al
young Life Masters, winning tournaments in their
teens. Her daughter Janet is a part-time bridge
teacher and director. Lura, while still involved
with the Crossley Bridge Center, is turning over
the reigns to Bob and Janet, but still enjoys
playing bridge whenever she can.

Honoring Terry Terzian

Terry Terzian started his bridge teaching
career while a student at the University of
Cdlifornia at Davisin the late seventies. Since
then, he has introduced thousands of individuals
to the game through his classes and through the
weekly games he directs for the South County
Unit 500 of District 21.

Terry is an ACBL-accredited Star Teacher
with special |ntermediate-Newcomer
accreditation, a certified director and a member of
the ACBL Goodwill Committee. He has earned
the rank of Gold Life Master and has represented
District 21 atotal of five timesin Grand National
Team (GNT) and North American Pairs (NAP)
competitions, an accomplishment few others can
claim.

“It has been a pleasure and privilege serving
as Intermediate-Newcomer Chairman for the
North American Bridge Championships and
giving back to the game that has given so much to
me,” he said.
