 Parking Information
Convention Center Parking is $10 daily with no ins and outs. 
Remember that the Pittsburgh Home and Garden Show will 
be in the Convention Center through Sunday, March 13, so 
give yourself plenty of time to find a spot.

Parking in the lot at 11th and Smallman is $7 a day. 11th is 
the street just east of the Convention Center. There is a lot at 
15th and Smallman, priced at $5 a day. Your Pittsburgh host 
committee is providing a parking shuttle from 8:30 a.m. until 
1 p.m. and from 4:30 p.m. until midnight each day during the 
NABC. These lots require payment upon entrance. If you are 
parking for more than one day, please advise the attendant 
and pay the entire fee upon entering the lot. The lots are at-
tended until midnight during the week and until 1 a.m. on the 
weekend. Cars may depart the lot at any time of day.

If you choose to park at the Westin, self-parking is $20 
up to 24 hours with no in/out privileges. Valet parking is 
$22 for eight to 24 hours.

 Pittsburgh NABC Parking Shuttle Service
Shuttle service will be provided from the open air parking lot 
at 15th and Smallman Streets. Departures every 10 minutes 
from 8:30 a.m. to 1 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. to midnight. Parking 
shuttle service will also be provided from 6 p.m. to midnight 
on Thursday, March 10.

Tournament registration hours for 
Thursday, March 10, are 5 to 7:15 p.m. 

Registration will be located on the 3rd floor of the 
Convention Center, near the Grand Ballroom.
